Some of the significant areas of discussion were:

. How are the CISOs handling work for Home?

. Risk of contactless delivery of healthcare (Telemedicine,
Prescription mail to home) ?

. What do you do about insider threats?

. How are you managing pervasive use of medical devices?
. How does your security posture compare to others?

Sonia Arista, CISO of Everbridge, did an exceptional job
linking the rapid demand of online tools to an adapting
remote workforce, while simultaneously spotlighting the essential role of the CISO as it relates to significant costs
of downtime and response time to mitigate incidents. Also, FBI agents expressed the need for additional training
for remote workers to avoid breaches. The dialog was moderated by Sanjay Deo, Owner and President of
24By7Security which was incredibly productive, and engagement was observed from all participants. Attendees
were served lunch by Vinnie Julie who highlighted a wholistic approach with security solutions from Fortinet.
